EU EMBLEM

All European Year of Rail materials should use 
the European Union emblem as the sender 
logo. The standard, official EU emblem is 
the only version which may be used in the 
campaign.

When used over images, the EU emblem must 
use a white border with a thickness of 1/25th of 
the length of the flag.

CAMPAIGN NAME

The campaign name “European Year of Rail 
2021” should be present in all visual materials. 
Although this is not a logo, the campaign 
name should be styled in a consistent way.

The campaign name is styled in a white box 
and should always be placed next to, or below 
the EU emblem.

There are no restrictions on the size of the 
campaign name. It can be separated into one, 
two or three lines to best suit your layout.
